It is my great hope that most of us remember the insights and great radio 

voice of Paul Harvey. He always found the most interesting stories and told 
them in his own unique style and tone. Often he would tell a story and 
pause, and then return with one of his famous tag lines: and now for the 
rest of the story!  

 What a great line…and what a great thing for us 

as people of faith. We have just experienced two 
highlights of our church year: Faith in Action and 
Easter! In many ways we are still basking in their glow, 
and honestly, that’s only natural. Our Faith in Action 
Sunday was not only one of the highlights of the year 
for me but was one of the highlights of my ministry – over 250 men, women 
and children doing church – it was amazing. 

 Likewise, Easter for me is the exclamation point of the Christian 
year! Everything else is a set-up for Holy Week and Easter. Christmas is the 
initiation but Easter is the graduation. The crucifixion, the resurrection…and 
the churches celebration of them are a mountaintop experience for me. 

 And now, for the rest of the story: Easter and Faith in Action may 

have been the highlights and the exclamation points of our year, but they 
are not the end. In reality, they are only the beginning. It’s the realization 
that we are Easter people that empowers us to share God’s love and grace 
with others. It’s when we realize that putting our faith in action is not an 
event but a lifestyle choice that allows us to grow into being the disciples 
that Jesus has called us to be! 

 I hope you don’t put away these experiences as part of your 
―experience‖ but I pray you take your ―experiences‖ of Easter and Faith in 
Action and spend each and every day as Easter Disciples…forgiven and 
forgiving people who share the love of God with all…preaching the Gospel at 
all times and when necessary using words!
